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Minutes of the NCDCTA Executive Board Meeting

April 6, 2010
The NCDCTA board met in Pittsboro on April 6, 2010.
Members present were Dave Stuckey, Sue Smithson, Carol
Kelly, Amanda Miller, Kris Daniel, Robyn Davis, Diane
Lefevre, Lynn Leath and Barbara Gibson.  Excused: Suzanne
Mullen.  Meeting began at 6:36pm.

PRESIDENT (in absentia)-USDF announced a membership
dues increase as well as a horse registration fee increase for
2011, which begins December 1, 2010.  Virginia Dressage
Association was awarded the 2011 GAIG / USDF Regional
Championships and the Ljungquist Memorial
Championships (BLMs) will be in Allentown, N.J.
Unfortunately for those competitors and trainers who wish
to compete in both championships, they will be held on
back to back weekends for 2011.  NCDCTA submitted bids
for both championships, and was narrowly outvoted for the
BLMs.

TREASURER-Dave Stuckey reported that WEG raffle tickets
closed on April 1st and the congratulations go to winner
Robyn Hahn!  218 tickets were sold.  $7,600 sold, $3,500
cost, $4,100 raised for the USDF Capital Campaign.   

VICE-PRESIDENT-Robyn Hahn reported the membership
numbers:  654 members to date of which 579 listed
dressage as their primary interest, 194 for eventing and
31 listed breeding.  Horse registrations are 335. We have 115
new members.  A short volunteer survey was disbursed and
feedback will be utilized.  Ideas are being entertained for the
site for the 2010 HOY Gala which will need to be booked
soon.  Robyn also reported that she will be meeting with
former organizer Donna Kelly for help with ideas for the
gala. 

COMPETITIONS-Diane Lefevre reported that all contracts
have been updated and show accounting will be done on
an annual basis for improved clarity.

DRESSAGE-Lynn Leath reported that Felicitas Von
Neumann-Cosel is very excited about being the clinician at
the symposium to be held in conjunction with the Capital
Dressage Classic on Saturday, June 5th.   Auditing price
is $25, but  NCDCTA members can receive a $10 discount if
they pre-register by May 22nd.  Lynn reported that Felicitas
encourages questions and ringside seating will be intimate
in the covered ring at the Hunt Horse Complex.  

EVENTING-Amanda Miller, newly appointed Eventing
Chair,  discussed the demographics of eventing members

versus dressage.  She will work on a survey to be disbursed
to current and prospective NCDCTA eventers. 

SCHOLARSHIP/VOLUNTEER- Carol Kelly reported on
2009 scholarship recipients' outreach projects.  Nancy Love
will file her report in an upcoming newsletter, and Natalie
Blikslager plans to operate a fundraiser at Dressage in the
Sandhills.  Applications for 2010 scholarships are due
September 1, see website for all info.  Results of the
volunteer survey were summarized and one common
request was for competitors to be nice and say thank you!
It was extremely informative and created a lot of discussion
on how to take care of our wonderful volunteers.  Also
discussed was creating a use for volunteer cards other than
HOY registration.  Ideas were sent back to committee for
further review.

COMMUNICATIONS-Sue Smithson reported that our
constant contact subscription has been canceled; we will
piggyback Martie Healy’s subscription and she will bill us for
specific uses. 

OLD BUSINESS-We are still in need of a Pro-Am Challenge
Chairman.  The NCDCTA banner was purchased and
displayed on a prelim jump at the Southern Pines II Horse
Trials.  A motion was made to purchase another banner and
passed unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS-A motion was made to use money made
from the Southern States Proof of Purchase fundraising
program for volunteer perks and scholarship programs.
Motion passed unanimously. This program benefits
nonprofit organizations by collecting proof of purchase
seals from the Southern States horse feed.   This is an easy
way for NCDCTA members to see their efforts pay off.
Robyn presented a motion requesting seed money to
purchase volunteer perks.  It was decided the volunteer
committee will receive a $500 advance against the Southern
States fundraising program.  Another item of discussion was
the HOY categories of various new FEI tests, including the
FEI Para-Equestrian. It was decided to adhere to the USEF
Equivalency Chart, per DR 119 in the rulebook.  This means
FEI Junior tests (team, individual, and freestyle) will be
bumped back to 3rd level, effective for 2010.

The meeting adjourned at 8:10 pm.  The next meeting will be
held via teleconference on May 4th.
